Bats are the only mammals to have developed true, self-propelled, flight. Other
aerialist mammals like flying lemurs use gliding to get from place to place. Gliding
relies on gravity and air resistance and is essentially a controlled fall from a height.

As a forelimb, a bat’s wing is homologous (the same as) to the human arm and a bird forelimb as it
evolved from the same osteological structures. However, as a wing the forelimb is analogous (similar
structures but evolved independently to serve the same purpose) to a bird’s wing since bats and birds evolved flight separately and use
different strategies to achieve self-propelled flight. To propel themselves aerially, birds use their entire forelimb (arm) for flight, while bats
depend on a modified hand structure for their ability to fly. Because the bat’s hand can assume a multitude of shapes, bats are capable
of extreme maneuverability.

The order Primates arose in the fossil record during the Eocene (56-33 million years ago).The fossils of these early primates
possessed particular traits that are recognized as “true primate” features — forward facing eye sockets, large brain, complete
postorbital construction to protect the eye, an opposable big toe and nails instead of claws. Included in the order Primate are
strepsirrhines (lemurs and lorises), and haplorhines (apes, New World monkeys, Old World monkeys). Today, primates can be
found in terrestrial and arboreal environments in Africa, Madagascar, Asia and Southeast Asia, parts of the Middle East, Central
and South America.
